Online conference Tuesday May 13, 17h-19h (4-6pm UK time)  

For our next online conference we return to the United States. Adam Dooling, director of plant 
collections, and Chester Jankowski, senior horticulturalist at Chicago Botanic Garden, will talk about the 
history of the Chicago Botanic Garden and the beautiful collection of espalier trees it has. Chicago 
Botanic Garden is one of the world’s largest botanic gardens. Mature fruit espaliers trained against brick 
walls and free-standing trellises as well as a display of nonespalier apple trees can be seen at the 
Regenstein Fruit & Vegetable Garden. This 4-acre working garden shows visitors how to grow edible 
plants in a setting designed to surprise and delight. More fruit trees can be found in the Helen and 



Richard Thomas English Walled Garden, which was designed by renowned English landscape architect 
John Brookes.  
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Next we go to France, where Gilles Debarle, director of Domaine de la Grange-La Prévôté at Savigny-

le-Temple, will talk about an exciting exhibition celebrating the centenary of the last edition of Vilmorin-

Andrieux's emblematic work, Les Plantes potagères. From 6 June to 18 October 2025, the Association 

des Jardins Potagers et Fruitiers de France, under the patronage of the Société Nationale d'Horticulture 

de France, is inviting the public on a journey through forty of the largest kitchen gardens in France. Each 

participating garden will be showcasing some of the varieties featured in the last edition of the Vilmorin-

production.  

On the 19 September we are visiting 3 restored walled gardens in nearby Aberdeenshire - castles of the 

National Trust for Scotland, Castle Fraser, Pitmeddon and Fyvie Castle.
